We all agreed that the Advent Season and Christmastide (the time from Christmas to the Baptigis of the
Lord) should have a slightly different character to emphasize that we have left Ordinary Time i that
we have entered a season of special preparation. One of the ways we are doing this is to sing B Kyrie
Eleison (Greek for Lord Have Mercy) and the Agnus Dei (Latin for Lamb of God). This does rjl sig-

are praying by saying it in a way that is somewhat unfamiliar. If you are my age or older, you
member the entire mass being celebrated in Latin.

though we are aware that a number of people do arrive late and some people leave immediatel
reception of Holy Communion, there seems t
for this information to be conveyed. The announcements will be made before the beginning of jiss, as
many of them are made to call greater attention to what is already printed in the bulletin.

For the same reason, not interrupting the flow of the Sacred Liturgy when there is a second c@iection,
the gifts of bread and wine will be brought to the priest as soon as the ushers clear the cut taki
second offering. They will bring the offering right to the sacristy rather than to the priest.

During the Korean war, a little village came under heavy artillery fire. In the village stood a church.
Outside the church, mounted on a pedestal, was a fine statue of Christ. However, when the smoke
of battle cleared away, the statue had disappeared. It had been blown off its pedestal and lay in
fragments on the ground.

A group of American soldiers helped the Pastor to collect the pieces of the statue. Carefully, they
put the statue back together again. They found all the pieces except the hands. They offered to
have it flown to the U.S.A. and have hands made for it. But the Pastor declined the offer. "I have a
better idea," he said. "Let us leave the statue without hands, and let us put it on the pedestal for

all passershy to see with the message: "FRIENDS, LEND ME YOUR HANDS."

Seven hundred ninety seven families have raised 85% of our parish goal set by the Dio-
