Dear Sisters and Brothers of St. Rose of Lima Parish, 

 

Today the Church presents us with what is probably the most beloved and the best remembered of the 

Parables of Jesus ï the Parable of the Prodigal Son.  We all know the story that weôve heard so many 

times, and Iôm sure that you heard a number of inspiring homilies using this story. 

 

Let us remember the occasion on which Jesus told this parable as we are told at the beginning of the 

Gospel Proclamation ï ñTax Collectors and Sinners were all drawing near to listen to Jesus.ò  And Je-

sus himself states near the beginning of his public ministry (after the Call of Matthew) that the healthy 

do not need a doctor, sick people do.  He was sent to call not the self-righteous, but sinners.  In Lukeôs 

Gospel, today we hear Jesus again responding to the complaints of the Scribes and Pharisees, ñThis man 

welcomes sinners and eats with them.ò  It seems that the ógood guys,ô the ones faithful to the Jewish 

Law, were a little jealous. 

 

Today as we listen to this beautiful and inspiring story, each of us is being given the opportunity to 

choose whether in our lives we fall more in the character of the younger son who goes off and does his 

óown thingô until he runs out of money, and out of humiliation finds it in his own best interest to seek 

forgiveness; or whether we would identify ourselves with the older son who in a fit of jealousy feels 

that heôs always done the right thing and has never been properly rewarded or acknowledged; or 

whether we have taken on the role of the forgiving and hopeful Father who loves both his sons. 

 

I believe that many of us who are here today can readily identify with the feelings of the older son (at 

least I can).  Many of us who are present today are faithful each week to the obligation of Sunday Mass 

and supporting the parish through your contributions.  All too often the Church as a body or institution 

(and I as a representative of that institution) does not rejoice or show the gratitude that you might desire 

ï much like any of us do not give a second thought to the functioning of our hearts and lungs until we 

have a problem.  It is then, in the discovery of some disease, which leads to some disability which 

forces a change or improvement of our lifestyle that we come to appreciate more and more what our 

heart and lungs are doing at every second of every day. 

 

We see this in the church, in our families and at our jobs where the person who does what theyôre sup-

posed to be doing doesnôt gain much attention.  It is always the person who is causing some sort of dif-

ficulty who gets the attention.  As the parable is told by Jesus, it is not that the ógood sonô is any less 

loved or unappreciated or even taken for granted.  But it is the óbad sonô who is the one who needs more 

time and attention.  I think of another of the parables told by Jesus, that of the shepherd who leaves the 

99 sheep in his search of the one who gets lost.  Finding it, he hoists it on his shoulders and declares to 

his friends and neighbors, ñRejoice with me for I have found my lost sheep!ò  The lost sheep gets all the 

attention, not the other 99 (that is, you and me if I may be so bold). 

 

This is the mystery of the immensity and the greatness of the love of God that we may not ever truly 

understand!  And yet as Jesus constantly reminds us, He came to call sinners to repentance.  Perhaps, 

just perhaps, Jesus is also reminding us that even the ógood sons and daughtersô are also in need of a 

change of heart, just like the elder son.  Perhaps, just perhaps, like the older son, Jesus is reminding you 

and me that what we might be doing pretty well out of a sense of duty or obligation, we should be doing 

out of a true and deep feeling of personal love for him; that we are to be good, we are to be faithful, not 

out of a hope of reward or the fear of hell, but because we really and truly love the One who suffered 

and died for us.

Then, can you image this ñspecialò individual was being put out for getting old because his fellow center par-

ticipants averaged 15-20 years younger than him?   In an instance, Brianôs world vanished. 

 

With family and Brian devastated, a family friend insisted they get in touch with the Catholic Charities Senior 

Center in Franklin Square located only several blocks from his old center.  Without special services, Charities 

wasnôt sure Brian would be happy at their facility, but they have said many times since, ñLucky us for Brian!ò 

 

As usual, goodwill and new friendships were enough to set things right again.  Whether itôs bingo, line dancing 

or even tôai chi, Brian makes the scene.  And the gang down at the new center discovered Brian could play pi-

ano by ear.  The facility was given a used piano which was tuned and again, there is ñpiano time with Brianò 

every day. 

 

We are helping make music for so many in our diocese.  Thanks again for your generosity.
