Dear Brothers and Sisters of St. Rose of Lima Parish, 

 

It may sound a little strange, but todayôs gospel ï St. Johnôs account of the woman accused of adultery 

ï is one of my favorite passages in the New Testament.  This story of the absolute mercy and justice of 

Jesus is one that I try to take with me whenever I celebrate the Sacrament of Reconciliation with any of 

you ï none of us is without sin; none of us should stand in judgment of another (nor should we even 

want to).  Each of us should remember the old maxim which probably finds its origin in todayôs gospel, 

ñThose who live in glass houses shouldnôt throw stones.ò 

 

Granted, there are times when we need to form a judgment about others.  But at the same time, we are 

being taught that we are not to be judgmental, that is, assuming that we can read the heart of another 

person.  Only God can and will judge with absolute and perfect justice.  But as we see today, Jesus does 

not condemn the woman.  As we have heard so many times, the Son of God came into the world, not to 

condemn it, but to save us. 

 

The gospel presented to us last Sunday, the 4th Sunday of Lent (Laetare or Joyful Sunday), was the joy-

ful and beautiful story of forgiveness, the story of the Prodigal Son.  Today in the gospel, Jesus puts that 

parable into living practice.  Today in the gospel, the Church continues to focus on the theme of the en-

tire Lenten Season ï that of our sinfulness and Godôs willingness to forgive.  This forgiveness extends 

to any and every sin that we are sorry for. 

 

The religious leaders press Jesus for a judgment, saying that Moses gave us permission to stone such 

women (and if you have wondered if Moses also prescribed the same punishment for men, he did not).  

And I have wondered as well, if in writing on the ground, Jesus was giving them the time and opportu-

nity to consider their own consciences before making the famous pronouncement, ñLet the one among 

you who is without sin cast the first stone.ò  Even in this statement, Jesus does not condemn those who 

would condemn the woman.  Rather, he allows them to come to the realization that they are no better 

than the woman they would kill.  Todayôs gospel gives us the opportunity to examine our consciences 

as well, looking into our own hearts to consider what stones we are ready to fling at others.  I know that 

any of us would rather point out the sins and offenses of another than have our own lives scrutinized.  If 

the attention is placed on a óreal sinner,ô then my own faults and failings wonôt seem quite as horrible. 

In the end, the crowd leaves Jesus alone with the woman, and he states so simply, yet so very elo-

quently, ñNeither do I condemn you.  Go and from now on, do not sin any more.ò  We have no idea 

how this woman conducted her life after being dismissed.  At the same time, we know how we have 

conducted our lives after hearing those very same words after we have been forgiven. 

 

As we enter into these final days before Palm Sunday and Holy Week, let us consider this gospel as it 

was meant ï as a lesson in mercy for us who hear it.  It is a lesson of the mercy offered to us; a lesson of 

the mercy we need to offer to others.  Let todayôs lesson remind each of us of the words, ñAs you judge, 

in the same way will you be judged.ò

           Easter Vigil  
              Paul Turner 
 

 The Easter Vigil is the most important 

Mass of the year. In the complete ranking of all 

Catholic Church celebrations, the Triduum occu-

pies the top spot. The Triduum, which begins with 

Holy Thursdayôs Mass of the Lordôs Supper, con-

cludes on Easter, reaching its climax with the 

Easter Vigil. If there is one Mass in which Catho-

lics should make every effort to participate every 

year, it is the Easter Vigil. If you attend church 

Easter Sunday morning but miss the Easter Vigil, 

you have missed the most important celebration  

of the year.  

 The Easter Vigil celebrates the resurrec-

tion of Christ and the commitment of believers. It 

has four parts. It begins with a service of light. The 

community gathers in darkness to hear that Christ 

is our light, shattering the darkness of sin. The next 

part of the Vigil is the Liturgy of the Word. We 

hear up to nine Scripture passages that tell the story 

of salvation, ending with the Gospel of the resur-

rection.  

 The third part is the liturgy of baptism. 

Some catechumens have already been listed among 

the elect, those chosen for baptism this year. They 

now come forward to be plunged into the waters of 

new birth. Anointed with chrism, they celebrate 

confirmation, receiving the strength of Godôs Spirit 

for the Christian life. Then the entire community 

renews its baptismal promises. Together we pledge 

our faith in the resurrection and promise to follow 

Christ more closely.  

 The Vigil culminates in the fourth part, 

the Liturgy of the Eucharist. The length of the cele-

bration has sharpened our hunger for communion. 

Now the newly-baptized will join us in the Eucha-

rist for the very first time. At the Easter Vigil, we 

recommit ourselves to our faith and rejoice with 

the newly baptized.
