Dear Brothers and Sisters of St. Rose of Lima Parish, 

 

For the past number of years since 2002, it seems that some new attack is directed against the church 

concerning the sex abuse scandal right around Holy Week.  Coincidence?  Perhaps like me, you have to 

wonder at the timing.  The so-called news of  these new ñinvestigationsò of Fr. Lawrence Murphy of the 

Diocese of Milwaukee, as horrible and detestable as these actions were, was freely released by the Dio-

cese a few years ago and dredged up again because of the minute possibility that then Cardinal 

Ratzinger was involved in some kind of cover-up. 

 

Publications such as the New York Times, especially columnist Maureen Dowd, have aggressively 

sought headlines condemning Pope Benedict XVI for his actions before he was elected pope.  Most 

people donôt know that the documentation which allegedly supports the sensationalized headlines and 

published on the New York Times own website shows that there is absolutely NO evidence that Cardi-

nal Ratzinger blocked any decision concerning the case in question.  (Emphasis mine.)  Indeed, one of 

Ms. Dowdôs own colleagues at the Times calls the charges against the pope ñunfair.ò 

 

Although Our Holy Father needs no defenders, The Daily News recently published its own editorial 

(March 31) calling for fairness to the pope and naming the allegations against the pope as false.  With-

out a doubt, there are priests who have abused the trust of their sacred office.  They should be (and they 

are being) punished.  The article pointed out that since the charges against Fr. Murphy were so serious, 

the Vatican itself waived its own internal statute of limitations and approved the bringing of charges 

that would lead to defrocking (removal from the clerical state).  The News article ends by asking what 

exactly did then Cardinal Ratzingerôs office do wrong and how is this a cover-up? 

 

Again, what most people probably missed in the national news reports of two weeks ago (Holy Week) 

is the report on the annual independent audit of American Catholic Dioceses in regard to compliance 

with the Charter for the Protection of Children and Young People.  A few facts from that report: 

 

 *Six million children in our schools and religious formation programs have been given safe 

environment training; in addition, two million background checks have been done on priests, deacons, 

seminarians, religious brothers and sisters, educators, employees and volunteers. 

 

 *This audit reported that there were six credible allegations of sexual abuse of current minors 

in the past year in a church of more than 60 million members.  Even one case is too many, but this per-

centage is dramatically lower than what experts tell us is the national average. 

 

This Fr. Kenôs Corner is written at the suggestion of one of our parishioners who was very concerned 

that people see headlines but may not be aware of the rest of the true story.  The above is not my opin-

ion but the presentation of the Public Record.  It is my hope that the people of St. Rose of Lima are 

made aware that in what you read and hear in a number of media sources, there is a genuine anti-

Catholic bias and the way that some respected (?) media outlets present the ónewsô gives every indica-

tion of this anti-Catholic prejudice.
