Recently, | had the opportunity to speak to a middjed woman who lives productively, happily and
relatively independent in a diocesgponsored residence in Suffolk county. Margaret was born with a mild
mental deficiency. Before she passed through adolescence, both her parents had died and she went to live
her grandmother. In several years, her grandmother passed away also, and Margaret entered a Suffolk fac
for people with disabilities. While living at the center, Margaret demonstrated competency in a number of di
ferent jobs, and it was clear that she had potential to live more independently outside a dormitory environme

At the suggestion of counsel, Margaret moved to Christopher Residence located in Valley Strear
which has an environment more like a home. She continued to work during the day, distinguishing herself
exacting, dedicated, diligent and watljusted despite her shyness. Some years later, Margaret chose to mov
to another diocesan residence site, Mako Residence in Southold, the area where she lived with her gra
mother and which is designed for even more independent living.

Margaret now holds down competitive employment at a retail outlet in Riverhead. She enjoys a velr
high quality of life and exercises a great deal of freedom and choice. She accompanies staff to food shop, |
pares meals in the microwave and makes her own lunch each day. Margaret has many recreational activi
to choose from as well.
