Dear Brothers and Sisters of St. Rose of Lima Parish, 

 

ñAS A BRANCH CANNOT BEAR FRUIT ALL BY ITSELF, BUT MUST REMAIN PART OF THE 

VINE, NEITHER CAN YOU UNLESS YOU REMAIN IN ME.ò  John 15:4 

 

ñJUST AS THE HUMAN BODY, THOUGH IT IS MADE UP OF MANY PARTS, IS A SINGLE 

UNIT BECAUSE ALL THESE PARTS, THOUGH MANY, MAKE ONE BODY, SO IT IS WITH 

CHRIST.  IN THE ONE SPIRIT, WE WERE ALL BAPTIZEDéAND ONE SPIRIT WAS GIVEN 

TO US ALL TO DRINK.ò  Corinthians 12:12-13 

 

One of the spiritual realities that has struck me over the years is this image that Jesus uses in describing 

our relationship with him ï and how vibrant that picture is when we pause to make those words, those 

images, a part of our spiritual journey.  Jesus, himself, is literally our bloodline.  He, himself, literally 

flows through our veins giving us life through the food of his body and blood. 

 

The same is true for what St. Paul writes.  Weôve probably heard this quote any number of times, and 

perhaps it hasnôt really stuck in our gut.  But if you think carefully, both quotes speak of the same truth.  

Without Christ, we can bear no good fruit ï we cannot go it alone.  It is only by being a part of this one 

body ï the vine with many branches ï that we can have life.  This theme of unity is easy to see in na-

ture, but it is harder when we talk about our church.  Do we really see our faith community, our church, 

as a living body, a living organism?  Do we really see ourselves as an important part of this body, both 

receiving life from it ï and giving life to this body of faith? 

 

So often, we speak of the church as the óMystical Body of Christ,ô present and visible among us and 

yet, somehow, all too many people (both those who are Catholics and Non-Catholics alike) tend to see 

óthe Churchô as this huge, monolithic structure without life and breath or personality.  Yes, there is a 

hierarchy, a defined structure (similar to the skeleton of our own bodies which provides a definite sup-

port and structure).  But because we may concentrate too much on this one aspect of the óbodyô of the 

church, we may fail to see that this ómystical bodyô is indeed the unity of all who live the life of Christ. 

 

And as a church, we live this life óof Christô and in óChristô when we come together as a family of faith.  

We gather to celebrate the sacraments which are those moments when we encounter Our God in a spe-

cial ï indeed ï we meet our God in a unique way. 

 

If you think about it, ALL the sacraments are meant to be celebrated as a gathering together and as a 

visible expression of who we are as a community of faith.  Yes ï even the sacrament of Reconciliation, 

when we come together to heal all the individual parts of the body that might be ill in some way 

through sin.  Just as the individual branch (you and me and all humanity) must remain a part of the vine 

or it will wither and die, the vine (Christ) also exists so that it may give life to the branches from it.  ñI 

AM THE VINE, YOU ARE THE BRANCHESò ï what an incredible image of what it means for us to 

be Church!

Project Hope was started in a Suffolk County parish some eight years ago, as a once a month Sunday supper 

for the disadvantaged.  Project Hope has expanded to over a dozen parishes because of the ever-growing need 

(our economy) in a lot of communities here on Long Island.  The program now has become a bi-monthly 

event.  Today volunteers cook, serve and socialize with the almost 600 people who come for a nutritious meal 

every other Sunday. 

 

Joe, a Vietnam veteran, started coming to the program at the very beginning.  He shared this: 

 

ñWe are blessed to have such a wonderful group of kids and others who give up their time to help those in 

need,ò says Joe, who tries to come for every supper.  ñWhen I meet homeless vets or others, too, who are 

struggling, I try to bring them here with me so they, too, can get a good meal.  There are so many people suf-

fering, but look how many are being fed here, thanks to the good people of our Catholic Church.  What a
