Dear Brothers and Sisters of St. Rose of Lima Parish, 

 

When we pray, that is, when we have our personal conversations with God, where does the Holy Spirit 

come into that relationship?  Do we think of the Holy Spirit ï the Spirit of God - at all? 

 

Liturgically, we always address our prayers to God as Father, Son and Holy Spirit.  Every time we bless 

ourselves, we are reminded of the One God in three divine and equal persons.  We feel comfortable 

speaking to God as Our Loving Father.  We feel equally comfortable in calling upon the name of Jesus 

as the only-begotten Son of God in our prayer (and sometimes when weôre angry or upset, weôre a little 

familiar in that we use His name in a bad way).  But how often do we specifically call upon the Spirit of 

God, THE HOLY SPIRIT, in our prayer?  Probably, for most people, not that often.  And yet, this Holy 

Spirit of God is named the Spirit of Peace, the Spirit of Wisdom, the Spirit of Divine Love, the Spirit of 

Comfort, of Solace and Consolation.  In the Gospel of John, Jesus calls the Holy Spirit the Advocate.  

And what is an advocate but one who speaks for or acts in the name of another.  How often do we call 

upon our own personal advocate, received in a profound way at Baptism and in Confirmation? 

 

Liturgically, I think just about all of us know that this great Feast of Pentecost, which we celebrate to-

day, is the birth of the Church.  I think that we understand from those first encounters with the risen 

Christ, the apostles still werenôt very confident in going out among the very people who killed their 

Lord and preaching that óthe stone which the builders rejected has become the cornerstone.ô  I think we 

understand that without the descent of the Holy Spirit upon the apostles in the form of tongues of fires 

in that upper room, Peter never would have been inspired to speak as boldly as we hear about in the 

Acts of the Apostles.  I think that we are very much aware that it is through the power of the Holy Spirit 

that Our Blessed Mother becomes the Mother of God.  I believe that we are truly aware that it is the 

Spirit of God who brings about the birth of this Church that you and I are part of.  And I believe that we 

do more than just mouth the words in the Creed when we profess that the Holy Spirit is óthe Lord and 

Giver of Life.ô 

 

And yet, how is it that so often in our prayer, we forget to call upon the Holy Spirit to lead us and guide 

us and inspire us?  As we celebrate this great feast of Pentecost, the greatest feast in the church after the 

resurrection, we need to recall that our God loves us so much that God gives himself to us in the Holy 

Spirit, his own divine life.  Today and every day, let us recall the words of St. Paul as he wrote to the 

Christians of Rome,  ñEveryone moved by the Spirit is a son (and daughter) of God.  The spirit you 

received is not the spirit of slaves bringing fear into your lives again; it is the spirit of sons (and 

daughters) and makes us cry out, óAbba, Father!ô...The Spirit too helps us in our weakness.  For 

when we cannot choose words in order to pray properly, the Spirit himself expresses our plea in a 

way that could be put into words.ò  (Rom.8:14-15, 26) 

 

Today and always, let us consciously invoke the Holy Spirit of God and pray, COME, HOLY SPIRIT!  

COME, FILL THE HEARTS OF YOUR FAITHFUL AND KINDLE WITHIN US THE FIRE OF
