Dear Sisters and Brothers of St. Rose of Lima Parish, 

 

With the Memorial Day Weekend, we begin the óofficialô start of the Summer Season.  Throughout the 

rainy and cool spring, weôve been looking forward to warmer weather and the opportunity to kick back 

and relax.  More than likely, the barbecues will be fired up during this three-day weekend, and people 

will be gathering with friends in parks, beaches and backyards to enjoy all that this special holiday 

means. 

 

Memorial Day!  Sometimes we take for granted the significance of those two words.  It is a day to re-

member, to memorialize, to honor all those who have given their lives in service to this great nation.  

From the beginning of our countryôs history, our forefathers (and mothers) have put their faith in God, 

trusting that the Almighty Father would lead them and guide them and watch over them with divine 

protection.  On this Memorial Day Weekend, we have always commended the souls of brave men and 

women to the wideness of Godôs mercy, praying that their sacrifice to secure our countryôs independ-

ence, freedom and liberty would not be in vain, but appreciated by all. 

 

One of those freedoms is the freedom of religion.  Our Founding Fathers had the profound wisdom to 

see that a large number of those who first came to this fair land did so to escape religious persecution.

We have forced into internment camps American citi-

zens of Japanese descent.  We have made many mistakes and blunders over the past two and a quarter 

centuries.  And yet people from all over the world cast hopeful eyes upon these shores, entering both 

legally and illegally because these United States of America are unique.  They see from afar what we 

know so well ï America, The Beautiful. 

 

America the Beautiful ï God shed great grace on thee ï not just on these beautiful lands, but upon this 

melting pot of people.  In the words of Katherine Lee Bates, ñGod mend thine every flaw.  Confirm thy 

soul in self control, thy liberty in lawéMay God thy gold refine, till all success be nobleness, and every 

gain divine!ò
