Dear Brothers and Sisters of St. Rose of Lima Parish, 

 

Shortly, we will be coming to the end of the Year for Priests as promulgated by Our Holy Father, Pope 

Benedict XVI.  I know that you have been praying for all of the priests serving here at St. Rose, for the 

priests who are serving all across the Diocese of Rockville Centre and priests of every land around the 

world.  I take this opportunity to Thank You for your prayers, your support and your love ï and to ask 

that you continue in the future. 

 

This has not been an easy time for the Church, and part of that difficulty has been directly related to the 

actions of priests.  And despite the very small percentage of malefactors, we all can see what terrible 

damage in terms of lack of trust, lack of credibility has been inflicted.  It is a travesty that some of the 

very ones who have received the sacrament of Holy Orders precisely to be a visible sign of Christôs 

healing presence in the world have done just the opposite. 

 

Despite the marked failures of a few, I would maintain that your prayers and support for the priesthood 

of Jesus Christ is needed now more than ever.  And each priest needs to remind himself more than ever 

that when he was ordained ñhe receives a gift of the Holy Spirit that permits the exercise of sacred 

power for the service of the faithful.  This sacred power comes only from Christ Himself through His 

Church.ò 

 

While the whole church is a priestly people through Baptism, priests are ordained to live that call in a 

special way.  Priests do this, not on their own, but in union with the local bishop, as the bishopôs repre-

sentative.  They do so by teaching through divine worship and pastoral governance.  It is precisely the 

life of the priest to bring the faithful to a deeper understanding of their faith by preaching on the scrip-

tures as well as through formal religious education.  The homily, while not the most important part or 

the focus of the Sacred Liturgy (the Mass), nevertheless is one of those moments that are vital to the 

uplifting and the strengthening of the congregation.  The General Instruction on the Roman Missal  re-

minds the priest that in the way he celebrates the Sacred Liturgy also has a profound influence on the 

response of the faithful.  The reverence of the priest in these moments communicates the sacred nature 

that brings us together in the celebration of all the sacraments. 

 

A priest, but particularly the local pastor, also serves the People of God by his competent administration 

of the parish entrusted to his care.  This includes not only the spiritual welfare of the parishioners, but 

also, if less obvious, all those temporal aspects of maintaining the parish, including the financial as-

pects. 

 

One page cannot begin to adequately express the wonder, the mystery and the incredible joy I feel in 

living out the sacrament of Holy Orders.  I close with a beautiful reflection on priesthood by  

Gregory Nazianzus: 

 ñWe must begin by purifying ourselves before purifying others; we must be instructed  

 to be able to instruct, become light to illumine, be sanctified to sanctifyéWho then is the 

 priest?  He is the defender of truth, who stands with angels, gives glory with archangels, 

 causes sacrifice to rise to the altar on high, shares Christôs priesthood, refashions creation, 

 restores it in Godôs image, recreates it for the world on high and, even greater, is divinized 

 and divinizes.ò
