Dear Sisters and Brothers of St. Rose of Lima Parish,  

 

Fatherôs Day, like Motherôs Day, comes around once a year.  Although we certainly love and respect 

our fathers throughout the year, this is one Sunday when we can again TELL our dads how much we 

love and respect them and to honor and thank them for their place in our lives.  Fatherôs Day doesnôt 

enjoy quite the same amount of hoopla that Motherôs Day receives, and yet the two canôt be separated.  

And as Yogi Berra might say, ñThank you for making this day necessary.ò  It is necessary that we honor 

both our parents for all they have done for us.  Children make Fatherôs Day both possible and neces-

sary.  Both sons and daughters have a unique relationship with their fathers.   And although those rela-

tionships arenôt always smooth, through it all, fathers not only shape their children, but children also 

shape their fathers! 

 

Now that my own father is deceased for almost five years, my thoughts on Fatherôs Day turn more and 

more to the MEMORIES of my dad.  Those memories of dad lead me also to turn my thoughts to my 

youngest brother who has become a wonderful father to his daughter.  To my amazement, he has taken 

many lessons learned from our father in raising his child.  On this Fatherôs Day of 2010, allow me to 

suggest to those of you whose fathers and grandfathers are still alive to share some of those memories 

with them now.  Share the stories about growing up, especially the funny ones and yes, even the painful 

ones if possible.  And if your dad has passed away (as we get older, they all return home to God too 

soon), savor all the good about his life, acknowledge the not so good (that is a part of every relation-

ship) and be thankful for what was. 

 

Perhaps the following will help to jog some memories of years long past.  Do you remember your dad 

giving you a ópiggy back ride?ô  Or do you remember him carrying you on his shoulders?  Or perhaps 

holding you by the hands and then swinging you around?  Most of us remember our fathers as strong 

and seemingly tireless, and they are.  I truly admire all those dads who work hard all day and still have 

something to give to their children at night.  I admire those dads who have no job at present, but some-

how still are able to keep their kids secure and free from worry.  As youngsters, we believed that our 

fathers could accomplish anything, and if there was something, per chance, that he needed to learn, all 

of his kids were sure that it wouldnôt be very long before he became a pro. 

 

Do you remember the first time your dad folded up some paper and formed an airplane or maybe helped 

you fly a kite?  Do you remember dad taking the training wheels and helping you learn how to ride a 

ótwo-wheeler?ô  Even with all the falls, bumps and bruises, cuts and scratches, he wouldnôt let you fail.  

Or the first time that dad let you spray the car down after you begged and begged to let you help him 

wash it (and how times changed by the time we became teenagers and we wonôt even mention the  

fights(?) arguments(?) in the car when he tried to teach us how to drive)! 

 

Hopefully we have known our dads as men of faith.  I can still recall the day of my First Holy Com-

munion and in those days, processing down the main aisle of St. Hugh of Lincoln Church with my dad.  

I can remember going to my first óCommunion Breakfastô with my father ï and maybe thatôs an idea 

whose time has come for a resurrection.  I know that life is a lot more complicated and difficult for fa-

thers today, but through it all, today and always, we acknowledge you as Father, as special in our lives 

and as a sign on earth of the love and compassion, the tenderness and care of our Heavenly Father ï and 

thatôs quite an honor and quite a responsibility.
