Dear Brothers and Sisters of St. Rose of Lima Parish, 

 

On this last Sunday of June, the children are so happy to finally be finished with the school year.  Many 

of us are looking forward to summer vacations and next weekôs celebration of our nationôs great Inde-

pendence Day.  As the month of July begins, we may be a bit weary of the day-to-day routine and truly 

looking forward to a change of pace.  And in a sense, we may be a little better able to sympathize with 

Jesus when he mentions in todayôs gospel, ñFoxes have dens and the birds of the air have nests, but the 

Son of Man has nowhere to rest his head.ò 

 

We all look forward to the summer as a time of rest and relaxation; a time to rest our heads, our brains, 

our spirits and our bodies.  All of us need the opportunity to change our routines and become rejuve-

nated by doing something different or by doing nothing at all.  And at the same time, it is very impor-

tant for us to remember that Jesus found that the greatest stimulus, the best way of recharging himself, 

was to spend time in prayer. 

 

Most of us would find this idea of taking time to pray in order to become refreshed as a little foreign in 

regard to our busy lives.  But by the same token, maybe thatôs exactly what we need because of the 

busyness of our lives.  Perhaps what we truly need is quiet time with ourselves; quiet time with our 

God.  As you well know, with the beautiful summer weather and the days with longer daylight, we tend 

to try to squeeze in even more activity than usual during the summer.  In this time that we seek relaxa-

tion, our vacation time can become even more crammed with busyness that prevents us from spending 

time with Jesus. 

 

Notice that the individuals mentioned in todayôs gospel all use a type of busyness of one sort or another 

to excuse themselves from answering Christôs call to follow him.  ñI need to go and bury my fatheré

Let me say farewell to my family.ò  These are good and important things in life.  They certainly are a 

necessary aspect of anyoneôs life.  And yet Jesus purposely uses these examples as a way of reminding 

us that we can find just about any excuse for avoiding quality time with him. 

 

Our quality time with Jesus, Our Brother and Lord, should not be seen as burdensome.  I am realistic 

enough, however, to know that at least on some level, this is how people see Sunday Mass and private 

prayer.  It is indeed unfortunate that daily prayer and Sunday Mass are viewed as something else to be 

fit in rather than an essential part of the fabric of real life as the number of families attending Sunday 

Mass has dipped since Memorial Day, and it probably will go down again in the coming weeks ï and 

not because so many people are traveling. 

 

Today, I simply want to remind everyone that there is no vacation from our vocation as Catholic Chris-

tians in growing stronger in our relationship with Jesus Christ.  We can be on the road, we can seek 

many types of enjoyment, fun and diversion, but we should not forget about keeping our God close to 

us no matter where we go, no matter what we do.  I pray that you will take your vacations WITH the 

Lord, not FROM the Lord.
