Dear Sisters and Brothers of St. Rose of Lima Parish, 

 

Today we celebrate the Solemnity of Corpus Christi, the Body and Blood of Jesus Christ.  Much has 

been written about the mystery of this wonderful gift, and yet all these words still arenôt enough to ex-

press the wonder of this sign of divine love.  Jesus Christ, Our Savior, Our Lord and Brother, gives him-

self to us as food under the appearances of bread and wine so that we might become one in Him and he 

might live in us. 

 

Two weeks ago, a number of our teens voluntarily underwent a fast to raise money for those who have 

little to eat.  At the end, they admitted to being hungry, and part of that sensation of being hungry they 

attributed to not being able to have a little snack anytime they wanted.  They had to endure their mo-

ments of being hungry, but were very happy to finally ópig outô Sunday night.  Most of us take eating 

for granted.  Most of us know that weôre not going to go hungry for more than a few hours, and we tend 

to take for granted the food we do have. 

 

I wonder just how hungry for God weôd be if we did not have the luxury of the Mass, our Eucharist, 

Our God feeding us with himself every week. I hope that for all of us, not having the opportunity to 

receive Our Lord every week would hit us with a profound sense of loss, a tragic sense of utter depriva-

tion.  And at the same time, hopefully, thinking about this hypothetical situation would help us come to 

a greater appreciation of the Lord we encounter in such a special way each week. 

 

At times, just like the regular food we eat, I think we take this spiritual food, this gift of the Holy 

Eucharist for granted.  In doing so, at times we do forget to give Christ the proper reverence and respect 

that he deserves.  One way of showing our awareness that we are coming into his presence is through 

our respectful silence as we enter church.  Occasionally, as on this Feast of Corpus Christi, we need to 

remind ourselves that in the very act of walking into our church, we are entering a place, a holy place, 

that is unlike any other building.  Christ is present in the tabernacle.  And just as importantly, we need 

to teach our children that same respect through our own example, reminding them every week, if neces-

sary, that coming to church is not like going to school or to the movies. We show that we understand 

that this is a special place by not holding our usual conversations in church (whispering when neces-

sary) and by dressing in a special way. 

 

The question of dress when attending Mass has been the subject of lengthy discussion, and I will not 

attempt to impose my preferences within this short column.  At the same time, even in the summer 

months, I do believe that we the faithful can dress comfortably without being sloppy or disrespectful.  

We should make the effort (or the sacrifice) that we are aware that our presence at Sunday Mass is dif-

ferent than anywhere else.  We dress to impress people or be noticed by them.  Shouldnôt we do the 

same for our God? 

 

Certainly God sees what is in our hearts.  And the way we present ourselves at the Eucharist can be a 

clue to our inner attitude.  By the way we conduct ourselves as we enter the church, within the Eucharist 

and at the end of the Mass, we show just how much we understand and take to our hearts the words of 

todayôs Alleluia Verse.  ñI Am The Living Bread Come Down From Heaven, Says The Lord; Whoever 

Eats This Bread Will Live Forever.ò

Donors must be age 16 - 75 (16 with parental per-
mission and 76+ with a doctorõs note), weigh 110 pounds and be in good 
general health.
