Parents should arrange an initial 

interview with a deacon or priest three months prior to 

the birth of their child.  A Baptism preparation class is 

also required. 

 

RECONCILIATION:   Come and experience Godôs 

mercy.  Saturdays 2:30 - 4:30 pm; Monday-Friday 

after the 9:00 am Mass or by appointment. 

 

MARRIAGE:  Couples must make arrangements in 

person at least six months in advance.  No date for a 

wedding will be set by phone.  Arrangements can be 

made only after all consultations are complete.  Set 

your date with the church BEFORE you contract with 

a caterer. 

 

ADULTS FOR SACRAMENTS:  Adults who wish  

to be prepared for Baptism, Confirmation, and/or 

Eucharist are asked to please call the Office of Faith 

Formation.  The Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults 

(RCIA) is the process by which people become 

members of the Roman Catholic Church.

Dear Sisters and Brothers of St. Rose of Lima, 

 

As we move deeper into the summer ï just a few reminders for you to keep in mind, not only for the 

summer, but throughout the year. 

 

PLEASE try to be sure that the doors to the church are closed when you enter for Mass.  It takes an aw-

ful lot of electricity to run the air conditioning units in the church.  You can imagine how much cool air 

is lost when the doors are left open for any extended period. 

 

PLEASE dress appropriately for the celebration of the Holy Eucharist, especially if you are going to be 

serving on the altar as a Lector or Minster of the Eucharist.  I know that weôve been suffering from un-

comfortably hot weather in recent weeks, but there is comfortable casual and then there is downright 

sloppy.  We try to maintain a comfortable temperature in the church for all, so that no matter if you are 

in jacket and tie (like most of our ushers) or less formal, you will be comfortable.  Remember that you 

are here to meet Your Lord. 

 

PLEASE maintain a proper respect for the presence of the Blessed Sacrament and people who may be 

in church for private prayer.  A church has always been seen as a special place of reverence and quiet.  

We remind you to turn off all cell phones and communication devices before you enter the church.  If 

you need to carry on a short conversation with someone inside the church, please use whispers or 

hushed tones.  If you need to carry on a longer conversation, please do so in the narthex or outside the 

church. 

 

PLEASE do not text in church.  Just as it isnôt proper to talk or to make a call from your cell phone in 

church, it isnôt respectful (both to God and those sitting around you) to send text messages.  Our atten-

tion should be on the altar.  Think of your prayer as texting God in your mind. 

 

PLEASE do not allow your children to run around the church, or to constantly walk up and down the 

aisles.  Children are children, not miniature adults.  Sometimes they are out of sorts and need to be 

taken outside of church if they are disruptive or crying very loudly.  While small children need to feel 

comfortable in church, they also need to be taught that this is a special place, they are present for a spe-

cial reason and that special rules apply here.  We ask you to be a good example for them.  Your children 

will do what you do and as with all things, practice makes perfect. 

 

PLEASE remind children to wash their hands before coming to mass if they are old enough to receive 

Holy Communion. 

 

In an age when common sense seems to be an uncommon commodity and common courtesy seems to 

be on the decline, I offer these reminders to re-emphasize that each Sunday we gather in a special way 

for a special reason.  Because we live in a society that is becoming looser and looser in its expectations 

and some forms of behavior are now being tolerated without comment, we all need to be reminded from 

time to time that our encounter with Jesus Christ in the celebration of Our Eucharist is indeed different 

than all the others throughout the week.  We gather to meet our Lord and God in a unique way and if we 

really believe what we profess, we are to accept that more is demanded of us here than anywhere else ï 

and thatôs a good thing.

THE GUIDELINES ARE LISTED BELOW . 

PLEASE TAKE A FEW MOMENTS TO CAREFULLY REVIEW THEM .  
 
 

1.   Only one family name per intention may be listed.   
 

2.   Masses must be requested in person at the rectory and not by phone.  

 

3.   No more than eight masses may be requested by any one family on the day the book is opened.   

 

4.   No more than one mass in any particular week may be offered for the same intention, even when 

different people make the same request. 

 

5. If you are requesting masses for someone who is unable to come in person, you will be permitted to 

request only two masses for them instead of the maximum of eight masses. 

 

6.  Collective or multiple mass intentions are available at the Saturday 8:00 am liturgy and the Sunday 

11:00 am liturgy. Collective or multiple mass intentions do not replace all regularly scheduled Masses 

with announced intentions, but assist people in arranging for a mass intention sooner than normally 

possible. According to diocesan directives, the following requirements must be met with reference to 

collective or multiple intention masses:     

 (a) The intentions are remembered at one mass by one priest;  

 (b) Those who arrange for the intentions must agree beforehand and freely  

       to have their intention remembered with other intentions;  

 (c) The collective or multiple intention Mass may not occur more than twice a week;  

 (d) The usual offering of $15 may be asked for each intention. 

 

7.  We will open the Sunday mass intentions for any given month on the first of the preceding month 

(or when the first of the month falls on a weekend or holiday, on the Monday following the first) e.g., 

Sunday masses for March 2011 will become available on Tuesday, February 1; whereas Sunday masses 

for June 2011 will become available on Monday, May 2, since May 1 falls on a Sunday.
