Dear Brothers and Sisters of St. Rose of Lima Parish, 

 

As a child, like many other children, in the spring I planted seeds to grow flowers, expectantly watching 

them and waiting for them to grow.  Iôd go out every morning and very carefully look to see if anything 

was starting to grow for the first couple of days. Every day Iôd make sure they had enough water.  I 

moved the pots into the sun for a couple of hours and then back into the shade.  Sometimes Iôd forget 

about my chores for a couple of days, but then Iôd redouble my efforts, hoping that my forgetfulness 

didnôt harm those seeds which seemed to be taking so long just to pop through the soil.  And finally, Iôd 

see something beginning to sprout through the dirt ï the fragile, tiny and delicate shoot of something 

which would soon grow strong enough to bud and flower. 

 

In our work of serving God by serving the people of God, I think that there are any number of times that 

like a small child planting seeds and waiting for them to grow, we also work so hard in ministering to 

those in need and donôt see anything happening.  We donôt see the seeds we are planting come to matur-

ity and fruition.  And not seeing our good deeds grow and flower, we might become a little disap-

pointed and perhaps even frustrated. 

 

Today Iôd like to tell you that the good seeds you are planting are finding life ï sprouting and growing 

and beginning to flower.  About three months ago, the Long Island Coalition for Life started their baby 

bottle campaign, asking you to fill those baby bottles with your loose change. As recently reported, you, 

Godôs people of the parish of St. Rose of Lima, donated over $13,600.  You have given hope and won-

derful support to so many babies who would have suffered otherwise. 

 

Around that same time, our Youth Group was involved in a 30-hour fast.  They stood outside of the 

church encouraging your participation to help those in our own community who would go hungry.  

Your goodness allowed them to raise over $3,000.  Not only did you help those who have little, but you 

also gave those teenagers a true sense of accomplishment.  Each week so many of you bring food with 

you to church so that we can constantly restock our pantry at Outreach and help those in need.  Parish 

Outreach has also received gifts cards from anonymous donors when we have had our sale the first 

weekend of every month. 

 

St. Rose did not fail to water the seeds of charity when we made the call for volunteers to help the help-

ers of Extreme Home Makeover at the end of June.  And not only did your love and concern so gener-

ously help the people of Haiti in the weeks following the devastating earthquake, but you continue to 

give witness in the drive for flip-flops for Haiti, something so simple, yet so very vital to people who 

have virtually nothing. 

 

Sometimes we donôt get to see the good seeds of charity that we plant shoot forth into new and vibrant 

life.  St. Paul reminds the people of Corinth that he realizes in his preaching the gospel that one person 

plants the seeds, one waters them, another nourishes the soil and still another enjoys the harvest.  In the 

movie ñA Man For All Seasons,ò St. Thomas More is told, ñyou donôt realize the good you do,ò and he 

is presented a silver cup.  You, the people of St. Rose, also may not realize the great good that you do.  

You, however, will not be presented with the gift of a silver cup.  Rather, you will receive the gift of 

eternal life.

THE GUIDELINES ARE LISTED BELOW . 

PLEASE TAKE A FEW MOMENTS TO CAREFULLY REVIEW THEM .  
 
 

1.   Only one family name per intention may be listed.   
 

2.   Masses must be requested in person at the rectory and not by phone.  

 

3.   No more than eight masses may be requested by any one family on the day the book is opened.   

 

4.   No more than one mass in any particular week may be offered for the same intention, even when 

different people make the same request. 

 

5. If you are requesting masses for someone who is unable to come in person, you will be permitted to 

request only two masses for them instead of the maximum of eight masses. 

 

6.  Collective or multiple mass intentions are available at the Saturday 8:00 am liturgy and the Sunday 

11:00 am liturgy. Collective or multiple mass intentions do not replace all regularly scheduled Masses 

with announced intentions, but assist people in arranging for a mass intention sooner than normally 

possible. According to diocesan directives, the following requirements must be met with reference to 

collective or multiple intention masses:     

 (a) The intentions are remembered at one mass by one priest;  

 (b) Those who arrange for the intentions must agree beforehand and freely  

       to have their intention remembered with other intentions;  

 (c) The collective or multiple intention Mass may not occur more than twice a week;  

 (d) The usual offering of $15 may be asked for each intention. 

 

7.  We will open the Sunday mass intentions for any given month on the first of the preceding month 

(or when the first of the month falls on a weekend or holiday, on the Monday following the first) e.g., 

Sunday masses for March 2011 will become available on Tuesday, February 1; whereas Sunday masses 

for June 2011 will become available on Monday, May 2, since May 1 falls on a Sunday.
